Following the last meetings of Langwood Residents Association on 5th October, 2003, the following items have been identified and/or rectified.  

Garage Block Roof – Langley Road Side

Quotes have been received for the work and we have instructed for the work to be done as soon as possible.

Gardens

Following the treatment of a trial patch of lawn to try and eradicate the moss problem, we have been quoted £3,000 to de-moss the whole garden. We have decided this is not essential work at present because of the cost.  We have now accepted the quotation for the third and final phase of the remedial work to trees surrounding Langwood (started when we originally purchased the freehold).  Work should be done in the next few weeks.

BT Telephone Cables 

BT have contacted us to advise they want to relay telephone cables.  No flat is currently inconvenienced – and the work would mean digging up all of the block paving – we have therefore decided to wait.  

Window Cleaning

Following the installation of the replacement windows, we have asked the window cleaner to wipe the new sills twice a year to keep them clean.

Waste Disposal Bins

Alan is still waiting for a response from the Council about what their problem is with our waste bins.

Common Area Replacement Windows

Following the installation of the replacement windows in the flats, we have received a number of requests from flat owners about doing the common area windows and doors.  We will investigate the cost and report back separately to flat owners.
