Following the last meetings of Langwood Residents Association on 3rd September, 2003, the following items have been identified and/or rectified.  

Double Glazing

The project has now completed.  Thanks to everyone for their co-operation whilst this was in progress.  The windows/doors in the common areas were not included because their replacement wasn’t essential and we wanted to keep the cost of the project down.  However, now that the windows have been completed a number of residents have asked about getting them done and we have discovered some rotten wood on the front doors, so we will be writing to flat owners separately about this.

Gate to Langley Road

Following a request from a resident, we obtained quotes for a gate to the footpath onto Langley Road.  The purpose of the gate was to act as a deterrent to people who use it as a short cut to Grandfield Avenue and privacy for residents on that side of the property.  We decided that the cost could not be justified at present.

Main Waste Bins

A note was left by the waste disposal people commenting about our ‘wheelie bins’ and suggesting they be replaced by new plastic ones.  Alan agreed to contact the Council and see what the problem was.

No Parking Yellow Lines
We have arranged to have the no parking boxes repainted as soon as good weather permits.  This is the two areas immediately in front of the footpaths into the carpark facing Grandfield Avenue.
Hot Water Tanks

A number of flats have found their original hot water tanks have now needed replacement – we have sourced a supplier for this if you are interested.

Repainting of Front Doors to Individual Flats

A request has been received for the repainting of the front doors to individual flats.  This was left off the last internal redecoration to save money as it was not considered essential work.  The next internal redecoration is due to take place in Summer 2004.

Trees Surrounding Langwood

Following a visit to several residents affected by problem trees around the property, we have instructed our managing agent to tender for the following work:  dying apple tree facing properties in Langwood Gardens to be removed, tall tree along same line to be lopped.  There is also a tree standing directly behind another tree along the same line which is currently restricting growth to both – so we will remove one behind to allow the other to flourish, this way tree coverage to the boundary will be preserved.

Garage Roofs in block along Langley Road

We have received reports of leaking into the garages and the roof needs replacing.  The soffit boards on that block will also be replaced with upvc – this work was postponed last year, and repairs made, as it had to be coincided with the replacement of the roof.

Stair Treads

Some of the stair treads in the common areas have started to split and we have asked for this to be remedied as soon as possible.

Gardens

We have asked the gardeners to tidy back growth on the fence facing Langley Road and cut back overhanging growth from the trees. The patch of lawn behind the beech hedge (main car park) has been treated with a ‘weed and feed’ on a trial basis for the whole lawn area.

Noise

Tenants are requested to be considerate of neighbours when playing loud music/computer games/arguing etc – especially between 11pm and 7am.
