Following the last meeting of Langwood Residents Association on 15th December 2002, the following items have been identified and/or rectified:

Items left in central areas

Can residents please ensure that the common areas in the halls and stairways are kept free from rubbish bags or items awaiting disposal.  The common areas must be kept clear for health and safety reasons and as all the flats have a garage in which unwanted items can be stored awaiting disposal, fellow residents would appreciate the consideration.

Security of front doors

Following an innocent incident where one of our residents tried their key in a neighbour’s door (we are assured no alcohol was involved), we have discovered that at least one front door key opens a neighbour’s ‘tumbler’ lock.  We believe most front doors have a mortice type lock as well as a ‘tumbler-Yale’ type lock but if yours hasn’t, perhaps this would be a good time to review your front door security.  

As an aside, some years ago one of our residents had an expensive problem when their front door key snapped inside the front door-handle lock.  The key was an alloy type – not a brass key, which is more expensive but would have prevented the problem.  As a further aside, the door-handle type locks on the bathroom/cloakroom doors have also been known to fail.  One resident was running the bath when the door managed to lock itself while she was in the hall – resulting in the bathroom door having to be bashed down!

Tree Maintenance

It was been pointed out that one of the trees along the garages appears rotten – our managing agent will investigate.

Dilapidated Fence

You may recall from previous newsletters, the problem with the fence adjoining a property in Langwood Gardens, which is falling down.  We understand that the property has now changed hands and our Managing Agent will write again to see if the necessary repairs can now been effected.

Double Glazing Project

We have recently sent out tenders to cost the replacement of windows in the flats in Langwood.  These are currently being assessed with a view to making a presentation of our findings in February 2003.
