Following the last meeting of Langwood Residents Association on 2nd February 2003, the following items have been identified and/or rectified:

New Committee Member Required

We still need a new committee member – please speak to a member of the committee if you would like to find out more about what we do.  The commitment isn’t onerous but it is vital to keep a minimum number of residents to ensure that we have a cross section of views/opinions when it comes to making decisions about day-to-day issues affecting us all.

Buildings Insurance

Our Managing Agent has confirmed that buildings insurance has now been renewed with Ecclesiastical following the annual review.

Large ‘Wheelie’ Bins

We are checking to see if replacements are required urgently – or if it is part of marketing exercise by Watford Borough Council, and we can delay making a decision about this for the time being (considering the cost of replacement which has not been included in this year’s budget).

Dilapidated Fence adjoining our property

We have asked our Managing Agent to write to the new owners to remind them of their responsibility to replace the missing fence.

Replacement Windows/Double Glazing Project

Leaseholders will be contacted shortly with the result of our investigations and to obtain a commitment to moving forward with this project.

Gardening

The gardeners have now completed pruning various bushes around Langwood giving greater access to the car-parking areas although given the number of buds on the Rhododendron, we should still get a great display in May.

We have asked our Managing Agent to ensure the two apple trees are included in the tree surgeon’s annual survey as they may now be past their prime and require removal.

Repointing the garage walls

Work on repointing is delayed until the dryer weather arrives and we are currently looking a new ‘mastic’ – type product which might be preferable to mortar.

Footpath Lighting

It  was pointed out that the footpath between the two blocks was particularly dark and lacked any overhead lighting.  We will investigate a solar-powered light fitting to see if this might be a suitable solution given the lack of power source in this area.
